Donte Nagle (Band Leader & Guitarist) hails from small-town, Massillon, Ohio (where the love of 
football is a birthright), made the tough decision at the age of twelve to pursue his passion for guitar 
rather than the predestined path of playing football. This single decision would change the course of 
his life.  With the unwavering support of his parents, this Midwest boy was able to hone his natural 
born talent and pure love for the guitar to carve a 45+ year career in music.
